For everything there is a season, and a time for
every matter under heaven: a time to be born, and a time
to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up what is
planted; a time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to
break down, and a time to build up; a time to weep, and
a time to laugh, a time to mourn, and a time to dance.

Ecclesiastes 3:1-4

I love the poetry of these words but not the reality of
them. I love the seasons of birth and planting and loving and
laughing, but resist the seasons of dying, hating and crying.
The problem is that all these things are realities of life in the
world. My denial of the bad things doesn’t make them go
away. Cutting myself off from the painful parts of life also
limits my appreciation of the better things. But it is so
difficult to hold these opposites in tension and to live into the
mystery of it all. Jesus gave us hints of this when he taught
that to save our lives, we must lose them; that to be first is to
be last; that to live, we must die.

In the past month, we have buried our beloved friend Jack
Reade. In a liturgy of joy and sorrow, we heard the words of
Jesus, the comfort of Job (“I know that my redeemer lives”),
the Easter music of organ and song (Ode to Joy, “Morning has
broken...”) and the mournful tones of the bagpipes. Jack
planned this service himself, and we did a good job of
celebrating his life among us. Afterward, we shared a meal
and stories of our brother whose most familiar facial
expression was a wide smile and whose signature greeting
was a warm hug.

The burial office is an Easter liturgy, just as the eucharist
we celebrate every Sunday is an Easter liturgy. In the midst
of death, we celebrate life. In the midst of Jesus’ suffering
and execution, we celebrate his resurrection. In the midst of
the loss of Jack, we celebrate his life. We remember his most
cherished vocation was living into his baptismal promises.
We remember his joy in traveling, his love of laughter and his
dedication to his work in the church. We remember his
devotion to the eucharist, no matter where he found himself,
whether hospital or rehab or at home. We remember his
devotion to Frank over more than thirty years. We remember
his dedication to helping other people through his work on the
vestry and our ministry of outreach.
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The day after we buried Jack, we celebrated the eucharist
again. This time, it was in the context of the service of
baptism, when we welcomed Emma Guidera into the
household of faith. We were blessed with her family gathered
round, her gentle dozing (until the water was poured on her
head), and the newness of her life and her life among us.

Three days later, we knelt at the altar rail to receive the
gritty, dirty ashes of Lent to remind us that we all will return
to dust someday. Young and old and in-between were marked
with the words, “Remember that you are dust, and to dust you
shall return.”

These events collide in a strange and wonderful space.
This strange and wonderful space is called kairos in the
language of the New Testament. Kairos is time, God’s time.
It is contrasted with chronos, which is the time we live in, the
24 hour day, 7 day week, twelve month year. It is finite and
measurable. But kairos, God’s time, is time without bounds.

These times are all around us, God’s holy times. They
are big moments like baptism or marriage or beginning a new
job or school. They are small moments like connecting with
another person, the forgiving of an old grudge, the facing of a
truth about ourselves. And in these holy times, these times of
kairos, I think we are called to sit with them, to rest in them,
to drink them in. We all know how quickly time passes; it
seems like just yesterday my son was baptized, but it was
almost 28 years ago. It seems like just yesterday that you may
have stood before God and promised to love, honor and
cherish, and now you have been married five or ten or thirty
years. It seems like just yesterday that you were just starting
out, and now you are well on the road. (Too bad it doesn’t
seem like just yesterday we began to dream of a barrier-free
church...).

And when we ask, “What are we to do with this strange
and wonderful place, this kairos?”, my answer is, there are
some things you don’t need to do anything about. They are
moments to be savored, events to be immersed in, times to be
breathed in deeply. So let’s settle into and take a deep breath
of the kairos God blesses us with this day.

Warden’s Words - And Away We Go

We recently conducted our annual Vestry Retreat.
St. James’ has had a good year, and we have some
interesting goals in mind for 2007. None loom larger to
me than finally putting shovel to earth and kicking off
new construction. The 19" century saw the construction
of St. James’ church. The 20™ century opened with the
building of the Mitcham House. We’re just a few years
past the turn of the century, and the new Parish Hall will
enable important ministries in this new century.

I think we are good to go. (Note to reader: Given
experience to date, [ will look over my shoulder while
writing this paragraph.) We have completed all the
required documentation, paperwork and permits. We
visited with Skylands and finalized construction
financing. The Diocese has officially OK’d the project.
Last, but certainly not least, the good people of Rochelle
Construction are ready.

We expect the Town of Hackettstown to convene a
Pre-construction Meeting in the next week or two (Note:
I continue to look over my shoulder.) This venue will
finalize planning with the affected town agencies,
notably arranging for Moore Street to be closed at times
to enable safe and timely demolition and construction
work. We are a few weeks behind the schedule we had
projected, but we still expect to complete this initial
construction phase around Labor Day 2007.

Thank you to everyone who helped clean out the
Parish Hall. Thank you in advance to the Construction
Committee, who will inevitably deal with complication
and consternation in the months ahead. And thank you
to everyone who, over the last ten years, helped bring us
to this point.

Read It:
For One More Day by Mitch Albom

When I held this book for the first time, I was in
Costco with a friend. I read the inner jacket and told my
friend, "I can feel a lump in my throat already." That's
because Albom's first non-fiction book, Tuesdays with
Morrie, and his first novel, The Five People You Meet in
Heaven, have proven that his words are bound to jerk at
least a few of the reader's tears. Don't mistake his work
for complete sentimental sap — he does offer sound story
lines. I am a real fan.

For One More Day is the story of what happens
when alcoholic and has-been, Chick Benetto, bottoms
out and decides to attempt suicide. To do the dirty deed,
he travels to his childhood home at Pepperville Beach.
There he finds his mother, cooking and telling stories,
even though she passed away 10 years ago.

Understanding comes to Chick through the
conversations he has with his mother's spirit. They visit
both his and her past. Chick learns that once someone is
in your heart, they are never gone for long. The
message of the story is not necessarily original or even
told in a completely unique way, but it's a good read
nonetheless. If you're new to Albom's work, read this
book first, followed by Morrie and finish up with the
most poignant, Five People.

COUNTING 1, 2, 3.

I realize that not everyone likes numbers and enjoys
counting money, but there are still at least three ways in
which you can help the Counters on Sunday morning.

1. Please use an envelope. Even if you don’t want to
use a church envelope, you can use a plain white
envelope or even a welcome envelope from the pew.
Otherwise, all loose checks need to be recorded by
writing the person’s name and address, amount of the
check and purpose of the check on a separate paper to
have a back up for our deposit. This takes time.

2. Please issue a separate check for each account (like
Operating Fund, Capital Improvement Fund). Ifyou
issue one check and ask that it be split between two or
three different accounts, the counters need to actually
cash your check and be sure that the deposit tickets
reflect the proper amounts. One person doing this is not
critical, but when several do, it becomes very confusing
and time-consuming for the counters.

3. Please issue one check for several weeks. If you
were not in church for several weeks, it is not necessary
to use an envelope or a separate check for each week
you were away. One envelope/one check will be posted
to your account and you will get the proper credit.

Any or all of the above suggestions would be most
helpful to our Counters and would certainly cut down on
the time needed to balance the deposits. I thank you,
and I’'m sure they will thank you as well.
